1. Conversion - disciples

A disciple is a person who has 

chosen a master.

A Christian is one who has received 

Jesus Christ as Master.

Christ came to save, We come to Him to 

be saved!

This how we become His disciple.

John 3:17 – through Him might be saved

John 10:10 – have abundant life

2. CONFESSION – “Baptize”

Acts 8:26-40 – “confessing Salvation” 

Galatians 3:27 – “have put on Christ”

Acts 16:33 –Jailer

1 Cor. 1:14 - Crispus



Look what happened

Acts 2:47 – and the Lord added to the 
Church daily such as should be saved.

Acts 5:14 – and believers were the more 
added to the Lord, multitudes both of 
men and women.

Acts 6:7 – and the number of disciples 
multiplied in Jerusalem greatly.

Acts 11:21,24 – a great number believed, 
and turned to the Lord.



3. Continuing – “teaching them”

A disciple indoctrinates himself with his 

master’s teaching and imitates his 

master’s example.

Ephesians 4:12-14 – “grow up into Him” 

1 Peter 2:2 – “grow by it” 

2 Peter 1:5,6 – “add to your faith”

2 Peter 3:18 – “grow in grace”
