1. The COMFORTER (v.7)

“called to one's side, a helper, an assistant” 

“the Lord stood with me” (2 Tim 4:17)

“the Spirit helps” (Romans 8:26)

They would

1. Sorrow – 14:1,27 

2. Suffer – 15:18

3. Be Slain – 16:2

4. Be Scattered – 16:32



2. Conviction (v.8)

1. Of sin – so I need a Saviour (Romans 5:8)

2. Of righteousness – to need Jesus (Rom.10:1) 

3. Of judgment – So I’d be free (Romans 6:1)

“For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; 

but the one who now holds it back will continue 

to do so until He is taken out of the way.”     (2 

Thessalonians 2:7)



3. Communicator (v.13)

“But the Comforter, …. He will teach you all 

things, and He’ll bring all things to 

remembrance that I have said to you” 

(14:26)      1 Corinthians 2:13; 1 John 2:27

I have the promises of God; He opens my 

eyes to behold wondrous things (Psm.119)



4. CHRISTLIKENESS (v.14)

He will glorify Christ

His fruit is the 9-fold Excellency of Christ 

His “new birth” is into the Body of Christ.

His power is to witness of Christ.
